Entry and Fee Information

· Each application must be accompanied by payment in full.
· The booth fee is fully refundable if your application is not accepted.
· Incomplete applications will be returned.
· Notification of acceptance will be made in a timely manner.  PLEASE DO NOT MAKE PHONE INQUIRIES.
· The regular registration deadline is January 10, 2003. Late fees will apply to any applications received after the regular registration deadline.
· No applications will be accepted after February 1, 2003.
· Vending real estate will be classified as Class “A”, Class “B” or Class “C”.   Class “A” real estate will be the highest traffic areas, for example Beck Avenue.  Class “B” is less traffic, and “C” is least traffic.  To ensure your placement, for Class “A” add $150.00 to the vendor fee; for Class “B” add $75.00.  Basic fee schedule as listed here  places you in the Class “C” locations.

Vendor Rules & Regulations

1. Your booth space will not be reserved until a completed application and full payment is received and approved by the St. Andrews Mardi Gras Carnival Committee.  Deadline for receipt of applications is January 10, 2003 or at which time space is fully booked.  The Committee reserves the right to reject applications that do not lend themselves to the spirit of the celebration as a family event.

2. Only products with prior approval will be allowed for sale at the festival and parade.  Any changes or additions MUST be approved in advance by the Committee.  Vendors placing items for sale without prior approval may be subject to removal from the festival without refund. 

3. Applications will be handled on a first received, first served basis. Verification of entry and festival position assignments will be mailed to all approved vendors in a timely manner upon receipt of the application and related paperwork.  Vendor fees are non-refundable.

4. Vendors/exhibitors must furnish their OWN canopy, tables, chairs, trash receptacles, extension cords, water hose/container, etc.  The Carnival Committee will make every attempt to meet the electrical needs of each vendor based on the equipment requirements listed on the application.

5. Vendors are responsible for the collection and reporting of all sales tax.

6. During the festival, trash is to be bagged and set out for pick up .Upon departure booth space should be left in the condition it was prior to the festival.  All litter and items are to be removed.  Vendors must properly and lawfully dispose of waste such as grease and other by-products. 

7. Booth appearance is extremely important!!  Booth decorations and colors should be in keeping with Mardi Gras themes and colors

8. Welcome packets containing booth assignments, festival/area map, tax information, and parking information will be sent after your application has been processed and approved. 

9. No setup before 8:00 a.m. or after 12:00 noon on Friday,  21 February.  Booths may not breakdown until after 9:30 p.m. on Saturday 22 February, with exception to any children’s booths.  No vehicles will be allowed to park along the parade route.  Vendors will be notified of assigned parking areas.  Overnight security will be provided.

10. Vendors of the St. Andrews Mardi Gras Festival and Parade shall not market, sell or otherwise distribute items of any type that bear the name St. Andrews Mardi Gras Festival, St. Andrews Mardi Gras, Krewe of St. Andrews or any other participating Krewe without express written consent of the St. Andrews Mardi Gras Carnival Committee.  Vendors in violation will be expelled from the festival without refund.  St. Andrews Mardi Gras is a registered trademark name and any unauthorized use will be prosecuted to the full extent of the law..
