PARADE ENTRY APPLICATION

RULES

· Entries must reflect the theme of the parade.

· Entries MUST have wheelwalkers to walk in front of each wheel to protect the public from injury.

· Only Krewes are allowed to enter floats in the parade.  A krewe is a group of adults who call themselves a krewe and who have incorporated as such or intend to do so in the near future.

· Any insurance deemed necessary must be paid for by the participants.  The Krewe of St. Andrews assumes no responsibility for any personal property.

· No alcohol consumption allowed by participants before or during the parade.  Violators will be discharged from the parade.

· Participants must provide some kind of "throw" for the crowd.  The only exception to this rule is the bands.  Should your group desire information on the purchase of throws, contact Claudia Anderson at 248-1838.

· No promotional "throws" are allowed i.e., footballs with business logo, Frisbees with business information.

· ALL participants shall be in costume appropriate for the event.

· All entries shall be decorated in keeping with the theme and spirit of the carnival.  Entries that only bear advertising will be removed from the parade.

· ALL ENTRIES AND PARTICIPANTS SHOULD ARRIVE AT LEAST ONE HOUR PRIOR TO THE PARADE.

FLOAT DEFINITION


A float is defined as a decorated-wheeled object containing members of a Mardi Gras Krewe.  A float must be no taller than thirteen feet and at least eighteen feet long.  A float must be decorated in keeping with the theme and spirit of Mardi Gras.  A float may be self-propelled or pulled by another vehicle.  No advertising may appear on the float.  No float may contain children under the age of 18 unless participating in the Children's Parade. Each float must have a pair of wheelwalkers per axle.
